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Concept of Operations

ÅAdvanced echelon of 450 personnel builds 

between October 2010 and February 2011 and is 

located in the Old Bowley School and at the 

Disaster Recovery Center at Camp Mackall

ÅMain body moves in six serials of 30 days from 

March through August 2011

ÅTemporary facilities (Warehouses and Firestone 

Building) are configured with 913 admin 

workspaces to accommodate the first three main 

body serials

ÅThe final three main body serials with the balance 

of personnel move directly into the new 

permanent headquarters building
